	1. Welcome

2. Apologies

Apologies were received from Rick Kirk, Scottie Kern, Alison Walmsley, Debbie Watts, Kristi Smith.
3. Approval of the Last Meetings Minutes (02/11/2010)


The minutes were accepted as an accurate recording of the last meeting.
4. Review of actions from the last meeting (02/11/10)

· The accounts have been approved.
· Rick contacted The Bombay Lounge who confirmed our final figure from the curry night was £250.00.
· A letter has been sent requesting volunteers for future events.
· Sophie has contacted Homebase regarding Christmas tree donation and is awaiting confirmation.

· Josie and Karen G have sent out letters for popcorn club.

· Karen G, Rick and Josie have liaised/organised regarding popping corn and obtaining bags.

· It was agreed that instead of Dale organising the children to do a thank you, he would wait until popcorn club on 2nd December 2010 and take some photos of the children eating the popcorn and send with a thank you to the supplier.
5. Popcorn Club (02/12/10)

6. Christmas Fete (11/12/10)
