What is the Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS)?

ÁA statutory framework which provides welfare 

and learning requirements for children aged from 

0 ð5 years.

ÁA balance of child-initiated and adult-led activities.

ÁA purposeful and play-based curriculum both 

indoors and outdoors.

ÁIt is divided into 6 areas of learning.



The Six Areas of Learningé

1. Personal, Social and Emotional Development

2. Communication, Language and Literacy 

3. Problem Solving, Reasoning and Numeracy

4. Knowledge and Understanding of the World

5. Creative Development 

6. Physical Development

The Foundation Stage Curriculum is split into six areas of 

learningé



Personal, Social and Emotional 

Development
ÁEncourages children to be independent

ÁEncourages children to interact with other children 

and adults.

ÁHelps children to become confident, safe, secure and 

ready to learn from new experiences. 

ÁHelps children become aware of different cultures 

and religions.

ÁEncourages children to express feelings in 

appropriate ways.



Communication, Language and Literacy

ÅEncourages children to develop conversational skills.

ÅWill help children to develop listening and 
concentration skills.

ÅEnables children to hear sounds in words and to 
link these sounds to letters.

ÅEncourages children to develop pencil control and 
to begin making marks onto paper ðto then 
become confident writers.

ÅWill help children to learn to read individual words 
and eventually, simple stories independently.







Problem Solving, Reasoning and 

Numeracy

ÅHelps children to count up to 10 and beyond.

ÅDevelops childrenõs ability to count a large group of objects 

accurately.

ÅHelps children to recognise numerals 1-9 and beyond.

ÅEncourages them to use mathematical words such as greater, 

smaller, heavier, lighter, more and less.

ÅDevelops skills in matching and sorting objects.

ÅSupports childrenõs understanding of shape and size including 

2D and 3D shapes.

ÅDevelops childrenõs understanding of addition and 

subtraction.







Knowledge and Understanding of the World

ÁHelps children to gain an understanding of their local 
surroundings and of the world.

ÁEncourages children to look at change over time.

ÁProvides opportunities for children to explore and 
investigate.

ÁHelps to develop designing and making skills. 

ÁGives children the opportunity to understand and use 
information and communication technology

ÁEncourages children to ask questions such as ôhow and whyõ.

ÁEncourages children to explore different cultures.
