	Approval of Last Meeting’s Minutes (6th May, 2010)

These were accepted as an accurate recording of the last meeting.  
It was reported that the bingo night was a success and was very well received.
It was decided that Friday night is not a good night for popcorn night.  We will look at an alternative for future events.

Sophie contacted Add-a-logo regarding uniform.  It has been decided to stay with Trutex at the moment, and attempt to resolve our issues with them.

Sophie has heard nothing from M + S in response to her email about setting up a meeting.

1. Financial Update
Sophie reported that FOCuS has now raised £1110 in total.
2. Cake sale and second hand book sale on French day
It was agreed that we will have a cake sale after the assembly on French day.  We will try to have some sort of French theme.  We will try having a second hand book sale but we will not ask for any donations this time and will try with those we have between us.  It was felt that it may not be a great success, but worth a try.

3. End of year event/ school disco
It was agreed to hold the school disco and the end of year family event together at the school on the evening of Wednesday 23rd July from 6pm – 8pm.  This is due to the fact that hiring a field for the end of year event was too expensive.  All current pupils and staff and their families will be invited.  We will try to run an event for new families early in the autumn term.

There will be:  Disco, bbq, bar, face painting, temporary tattoos, balloon modelling, tuck shop, “pints of fun” tombola. 
Face painting – small design for £1, full face for £2.50.
“Pints of fun” tombola – Debbie will produce an example pint.  All children will be given an empty plastic pint glass and will be asked to fill it with goodies and bring it in to school by a date before the event.

A questionnaire will be included with the letter, asking what people have thought of the events we have run this year and what they would like to see happening next year.

8.  AOB

It was suggested that we hold an event to tie in with Halloween/ bonfire night.  Possibly a family quiz night.
Dale suggested that next year we have two films on popcorn night; and early one for KS1 and KS2 and a late one for KS2 only.

We discussed the curry night on 28th September.  22 people must dine in on the night for us to qualify for the commission.  Rob suggested the possibility of holding a “murder dinner” as a future event.
Scottie suggested that when we leaflet the area for an event, like we did for the Christmas Fayre, we include a “free mince pie” voucher or similar, so that we can see how many people the leafleting has pulled in.

Dale suggested that we sell ice lollies after school on hot days.  It was agreed that this was a great idea and as it is hot weather at the moment, we will start tomorrow.  Lizzie will buy ice pops and put them in the school freezer.  Lizzie and Sophie will sell on Wednesday, Mary on Thursday and Rick on Friday.  Sophie will provide a float.

Dale suggested that a member of FOCuS should draw the lucky number in assembly.  Rick has volunteered to do this.  It was also agreed that we will do a double draw for the Lucky number club on the last day of term.  We will start selling numbers again in September and will sell for 10 months (October – July) for £10.
Karen suggested selling books at the beginning of the school year, for children to buy to donate to the school library.  They could write a plaque to go in the front of the book.  Dale will look into this.

Josie has the name of the person to contact at M.A.N regarding mini-buses.  She passed this on to Rick, but suggested that we should leave it a while to contact them, for financial reasons.
